Step 15: Words with suffixes where 
the base word ends in ‘-fer’ 

transferring, inference, conferring,  
transference, preference, 
preferred, difference, reference, 
referee, referring 

Monday 3rd 
February 

Step 16: Words with silent first 
letters 

wrestler, mnemonic, pterodactyl, 
knife, writer, knowledge, knuckle, 
wreath, wreckage, knight 

Monday 10th 
February 

Step 17: Words with silent letters doubt, solemn, thistle, disciple, 
island, lamb, receipt, ascend, 
autumn, build 

Monday 24th 
February 

Step 18: Challenge Words equipment, symbol, yacht, 
criticise, excellent, foreign, 
pronunciation, ancient, amateur,
