In the spelling test we may also include other words with the same spelling pattern to see if they can apply 

the rule, spellings from previous weeks as well as the Year 2 Common Exception words that we will also have 

been practising in school.

Step 10: Words ending in ‘al’ metal, petal, capital, hospital, 
animal, equal, final, pedal, local, 
magical 

Monday 9th 
December 

Step 11: Words ending in ‘il’ pencil, fossil, nostril, pupil, April, 
gerbil, lentil, evil, anvil, basil 

Monday 16th 
December 

Step 12: Challenge Words Wild, climb, most, only, both, old,
