In the spelling test we may also include other words with the same spelling pattern to see if they can apply 

the rule, spellings from previous weeks as well as the Year 2 Common Exception words that we will also have 

been practising in school.

Step 16: Words where ‘-er’ and ‘-
est’ are added to words ending in 
‘y’ 

happier, happiest, angrier, 
angriest, drier, driest, tidier, 
tidiest, funnier, funniest 

Monday 10th 
February 

Step 17: Words where ‘-ing’ is 
added to words ending in ‘e’ 

hiking, shining, joking, hoping, 
smiling, surprising, loving, writing, 
coming, caring 

Monday 24th 
February 

Step 18: Challenge Words every, everybody, even, great, 
break, steak, pretty, beautiful,
