We would like children 
to spend at least 10 minutes per week playing these games as it will really help strengthen their recall.  

In the spelling test we may also include other words with the same spelling pattern to see if they can apply 
the rule, spellings from previous weeks as well as the Year 2 Common Exception words that we will also have 
been practising in school.

Step 23: Words where ‘o’ makes an 
/u/ sound 

other, mother, brother, nothing, 
cover, money, some, dozen, 
wonder, done 

Tuesday 22nd 
April 

Step 18: Challenge Words last, past, father, class, grass, pass,
