We would like children 

to spend at least 10 minutes per week playing these games as it will really help strengthen their recall.  

In the spelling test we may also include other words with the same spelling pattern to see if they can apply 

the rule, spellings from previous weeks as well as some of the Year 3/4 statutory spelling words that we will 

also have been looking at in school.

Step 3: Words where ‘y’ makes an 
/i/ sound 

symbol, gym, myth, synonym, 
Egypt, lyrics, pyramid, system, 
mystery, gymnastics 

Monday 7th 
October 

Step 4: Words ending in ‘-sure’ treasure, measure, leisure, 
pleasure, pressure, exposure, 
enclosure, closure, disclosure, 
composure 

Monday 14th 
October 

Step 5: Words ending in ‘-ture’ adventure, future, picture, nature, 
creature, furniture, capture, 
sculpture, fracture, mixture 

Monday 21st 
October 

Step 6: Challenge Words actual, bicycle, answer, circle, 
earth, enough, island, fruit, often,
